Chester Challenge – 60/80 mile route map and directions
1. Exit Old Hall Country Club turn right onto main road.
2. Follow this road for 5 miles, turning left towards Crewe by Farndon, crossing straight over the busy A road one mile further – mile 6.
3. Continue on this road until Shocklach, turning left at “The Bull” pub, mile 9.5.
4. Follow this road passing through Horton Green
5. At the cross-roads, mile 14, Tilston, turn right and take the next left 120mtrs on signposted Bickerton and Duckington  
6. Follow this for 1.5 miles of slow climb to the junction with the busy A41. Take extreme care on this marshalled crossing, continuing straight over. 

7. Bear right signposted Cheshire Cycle Way and at the next cross-roads junction continue straight on, climbing up through narrow lanes.
8. Follow this road until the cross-roads at a Church and then turn left, following the road down to the main road.

9. At the marshalled cross-roads with the main road, continue straight on. 
10. At the T-junction turn right up the hill. The summit of Hart Hill is around 400 meters ahead.
11. There is a fast downhill section punctuated by a short climb. Continue down until mile 20
12. Turn right at the Chester Challenge signpost. 
13. Follow this road to a T-junction, turning left signposted Tattenhall 
14. Around 400 meters on turn right, signposted Beeston Castle

15. Ignoring the left turn before the castle, follow the signs for Beeston Castle and turn left at mile 24
16. Continue on this road passing Beeston Castle entrance on your left, taking the second right, Bate’s Mill Lane, descending into the village 

17. Take care at the bottom of the descent where there is a sharp left hand bend as cross the canal bridge. Shady Oak pub on your right.

18. At the T-junction turn left and continue on this road for 2.25 miles. 

19. Turn right into Corkscrew Lane (sharp bends with cow muck).  
20. At mile 29 cross the busy main road at Clotton by turning left, continuing for 50 meters, then turn right into the lane signposted to Willington. Marshalled crossing. 

21. One mile on, turn right at the cross-roads. Mile 30.
22. One mile on, take care crossing over the blind cross-roads. Continue straight over signposted Cotebrook. Continue on this road, bearing left, until next cross-roads.

23. At cross-roads (mile 33) turn left. Continue for around 1 mile.
24. After a small climb and a right bend, take the second left into Heaths Lane.
25. Climb this hill, passing Summer Trees cafe on your right (mile 35), shortly after the summit.
26. Shortly after the cafe, turn right into Waste Lane. Follow this road to the cross roads (sharp right bend en route). Continue straight over the cross-roads – mile 37.
27. Continue on this road, over the hill and down a fast descent. Sharp left corner at the bottom. At around mile 38:
a. 80 milers bear right after 500 meters to the T-junction and then turn right. 
b. 60 milers bear left and turn left – go to point 59.
28. Follow this lumpy road, climbing to the cross-roads. Continue straight ahead.

29. Continue on this road for around 3 miles

30. At the bottom of a good descent, take the hairpin right into the “Ridgeway”. Mile 43
31. Climb this hill to the T-junction 

32. Turn left, then left again at the cross-roads signposted to Frodsham
33. Continue on this road, descending into a residential area, coming to a T-junction

34. Turn right onto this main road 
35. At the pubs on either side of the road, turn right into Dobers Lane (marshalled), mile 46
36. Climb this very steep hill, following the road at the top until the T-junction
37. Turn right and follow this road 

38. Turn left where signposted Chester Challenge

39. Follow this lane, crossing straight over a minor cross-road, taking care at the sharp left bend at the bottom of the descent. Mile 48.5 

40. At the end of the lane, turn right so that in 15 meters you come to the cross-roads. 

41. Continue straight over the cross-roads. 400 meters on, at the junction, turn right onto Hollow Lane. 

42. Descend on this road into the village of Kingsley
43. Continue straight through the village, turning left into Ball Lane 
44. Continue on this lane, bearing right to continue on Ball Lane
45. At the T-junction, turn left. 

46. Ignore the dead-end sign and continue on, down a short descent
47. Turn right into the narrow Cliff Lane, again ignoring the dead-end signs

48. Continue on this private road, taking care over the speed bumps, climbing up a short hill under the railway bridge at mile 53
49. Continue on this road, through the residential area, turning right at the junction. 

50. Follow this road to the T-junction, turning right to continue over the bridge

51. Follow this road down the hill, taking the second left into Onston Lane

52. Follow this lane to the end, then turn right. Mile 56
53. Continue on this road, turning right at the Tiger’s Head Inn (Pytchleys Hollow, map says Hambletts Hollow) mile 57.7
54. Continue on this narrow lane to the end, turning right onto the main road, turning first left at Post Office Lane some 100 meters later

55. Continue on this road until the cross-roads at mile 59
56. Go straight over the cross-roads and follow the road through the forest for 2 miles, until the cross-roads. Mile 62
57. Turn left at the cross-roads, immediately climbing a short hill 

58. Follow this road to re-join the 60 mile around 1 mile on
59. Continue on this road, going through the woods, under a bridge and into a residential area. 

60. On the outskirts of Kelsall village at around mile 63.5/43.5 for 60 milers turn left up the hill, ignoring the dead-end sign, passing a Church on your left, and into the narrow Grub Lane
61. Climb up this single track lane turning left at the top into Broom’s Lane, then left again at the T-junction. Continue through the residential area to the next junction, effectively crossing straight over into Quarry Lane, signposted Willington
62. Follow this lane to the end, turning left onto Willington Road

63. Continue on Willington Road for around 1200 meters, taking the first right

64. Follow this road for 2 miles, descending into the village of Oscroft 

65. Turn left where signposted Chester Challenge, into Cross Lanes

66. Follow this road to the end, turning left to reach the main road (A51). 

67. Cross this busy road with a dog-leg right and left, continuing on Cross Lanes. Mile 68/48
68. Follow this road to the end, turning right at the T-junction

69. Continue on this road, over a bridge, passing a mill on your left

70. Turn left into Martin’s Lane. Follow Martin’s Lane as it becomes Cow Lane
71. At the T-junction turn left into Church Lane

72. At the T-junction turn left into Long Lane, signposted Huxley. Continue on this road
73. Turn right into Newton Lane. Mile 74/54
74. Follow this road to the end, turning right at the T-junction onto Chester Road.

75. Follow this road to the end, turning right at the marshalled junction across the busy A41

76. Continue to 200 meters then turn left into Platts Lane

77. At the T-junction 1 mile on, turn right into Chapel Lane

78. At the top of a short climb, turn left into Sandy Lane. Mile 79/59
79. Follow this road to the end, turning left onto the main road

80. Continue on this road for around 800 meters until you reach the finish at Old Hall Country Club. 
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
